Candles:
You’ll need:

Wax: beeswax, candle wax and/or paraffin with colored crayons

Wick: either recycled from candles or new from craft supplier

Tin cans

Newspapers (to protect work area)

A.  Melting Wax:

1.  Put wax in tin can

2.  Fill pot that you will want to keep for this purpose

3.  Fill about 1/3 full of water

4.  Put on low heat and set tine with wax in pot

B.  Prepare Mold & Wick:


1.  Put wick in middle of mold, with some extending out


2.  Tape mold on all sides to prevent leaking


3.  Re-clip mold over the tape


4.  Fasten wick to a toothpick placed horizontally over bottom of mold


5.  Make sure the toothpick pulls the wick straight and taut

C.  Pouring the Candle:


1.  Pour melted wax into mold


2.  Tap on sides gently several times to avoid air bubbles


3.  Set mold in glass or bowl (Tip-use crushed paper on each sided to balance form)

4.  Refrigerate or freeze just until mold feels cold

5.  Remove tape and wax will release

6.  If was has shrunk at bottom of mold you can add more to make it even, but do this

     before candle is completely hard

7.  Candles can partially or completely painted with acrylic paint
