Chalkware:

You’ll need:

Plaster of Paris, we recommend Fix-All®, usually available at hardware stores
Masking tape

Container

Small wore brush or wooden stick

Pam® or similar product

1.  Spray mold with Pam®

2.  Tape mold. Put short pieces of tape crosswise in several places

3.  Then tape around rim of entire mold, you can add clips.

4.  Mix plaster with water in a container you will keep for this purpose.  

5.  Use enough water so that the consistency will be of a smooth, heavy paste. 

     Pour water in little by little.  

6.  Pour plaster into mold.

7.  Take out lumps but don’t over stir. 

8.  Insert wire brush or wooden stick and move up and down to avoid air bubbles.

9.  Tap several times to make sure all air bubbles have disappeared

10.  Place filled mold upside down in a glass or holder

       (Suggestion-use crumpled newspaper on each side of mold so that it won’t fall over)

11.  Allow to dry thoroughly
12.  Release-once released it’s recommended to let figures stand for a day or two so they

       will be completely dry before painting.

Plastic Molds:
1.  Follow instructions for metal

2.  Tape two sides of molds together, first crosswise in several places, then around rim.

3.  Clips are optional.  Proceed as above.

4.  Look for air bubbles, tap or use wire brush until all have disappeared.
